What I've learned is that they 

possess a wealth of ideas and a strong desire to 

participate; all they require is an appropriate 

framework and some stimulation. 

Once provided with these elements, trust in their 

abilities begins to flourish rapidly, and their innate 

creativity shines through.

During this experience, we were fortunate to 

receive a plethora of exceptional ideas from these 

young individuals. We intend to harness these ideas 

to aid in the development of rural areas in 

Romania. 

It's clear that they represent the future, and their 

enthusiasm for contributing to a better world for 

themselves and their communities is inspiring.
