Over the years, Jesús Donoso García, in his eagerness to highlight the importance of honey and the role of bees for the 
environment, decided to build a MUSEUM-CENTER with his own funds. In this museum visitors can learn about the bio-
logy of the hive and to be able to see how the Apis melífera bees live and work inside. Also, on the date of the visit, it will 
be possible to observe the extraction of honey from the hives themselves, as well as a tasting of the honey produced.

The Centro Apícola El Colmenar del Valderromero honey museum has become a regional benchmark, not just because 
of the elaboration and processing of honey, but also as a tourist attraction, aiming to bring the world of bees closer to its 
visitors while making them aware of the importance of bees in the conservation and preservation of the environment.
