(l’ 3. Based on the territorial, social and economic imbalances between rural and urban areas, promote actions to structure the
territory at European level to face demographic changes, to generate more opportunities for rural areas and regions in
demographic decline, as well as guarantee social inclusion.

4. Promote and develop public policies for socio-territorial cohesion complementing traditional sectoral policies providing a
transversal vision. These policies must constitute the pillar on which the political, regulatory and budgetary framework and
actions are based in favor of territorial balance and ensuring the full effectiveness of the rights of citizens to generate active,
inclusive and functional territories.
